26/07 — CHAIR'S INTRODUCTION

The Chairman welcomed everyone and explained that the purpose of the meeting was to
examine and prioritise the current targets of the Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnership
and discuss any amendment to these in the context of the 2008/11 Derbyshire Dales Crime
and Disorder Reduction Strategy

27/07 — THE CRIME AND DISORDER ACT REVIEW AND ITS I MPLICATIONS

Malcolm Mayfield gave a presentation on the outcome of the 2006 Home Office Review of
the Crime and Disorder Act 1998 and the implications, for the Derbyshire Dales and High
Peak Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnership, of the resultant Police and Justice Act 2006
and other guidance issued in the wake of the Review.

One of these publications was A Guide to Effective Partnership Working that identified six
‘hallmarks’ of an effective partnership. Associated with each ‘hallmark’ are new statutory

elements of partnership working plus suggested practice to achieve more effective
partnerships. The guidance was structured around the following key elements of partnership
working

Lead and guide
Assess

Plan

Deliver

Further details of the guidance provided under each of these headings was provided in the
presentation, a copy of which is attached.

During the ensuing discussion the following points were made:

The statutory Members of the Crime and Disorder Partnership are
Derbyshire Constabulary
Derbyshire County Council
Derbyshire Dales District Council
Derbyshire Fire and Rescue Service
Derbyshire Police Authority
Derby and Derbyshire Primary Care Trust

Although the two Districts currently had joint action plans the new regulations required
these to be separate. It was noted that care would be needed in areas such as the Hope
Valley where the two Districts divide places that are effectively cohesive communities.
The current partnership structure had a joint strategy group, separate panels and joint
theme groups around its priorities.

Parish links to the Strategy Group were provided by Derbyshire Association of Local
Councils.

It was noted that the public meetings required by the regulations would probably be linked
to the existing Community Forum structures. It was envisaged that consultation would
initially be with Safer Neighbourhood Groups and Parish Councils but the breadth of
consultation would increase in subsequent years.

Some Partnership Funding was controlled by the Local Area Agreement whilst individual
partners funded different parts of the partnership’s work. The disadvantage of funding
controlled by the LAA was that it was channelled towards high crime areas and,
consequently, Derbyshire Dales in particular received less funding.

28/07 — CRIME AND DISORDER ISSUES IN THE DERBYSHIRE DALES

Malcolm Mayfield gave a presentation that outlined the Partnership’s current priorities and
the progress made towards achievement of these. (copy attached) The Panel then
discussed the current priorities.

Theft of and from cars

It was agreed
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1. That excellent progress had been made towards the achievement of a 10% reduction
in each of these areas by the end of March 2008. The Panel felt strongly that the
measures put in place to achieve these successes should be maintained but
acknowledged that any further reduction in levels, bearing in mind the existing low
base level, could be problematical and a maintenance target may be preferable.

2. That the theme group should undertake further discussions before setting a target,
which would also need to take account of as yet unpublished government targets.

3. That education of the public was a priority in relation to this priority

Domestic Burglary

Whilst it was acknowledged that the current target in relation to domestic burglary was
unlikely to be achieved, it was noted that the required level represented one burglary every
three days and a relatively small ‘spate’ of burglaries could, therefore, affect the figures quite
significantly. It was also noted that recorded figures included attempted burglaries.

It was agreed

1. That domestic burglary should remain a priority as it had a major impact on residents’
fear of crime.

2. That consideration should be given to bringing thefts from sheds and outhouses within
the scope of this target.

3. That consideration be given to setting different targets for different types of burglary,
eg: distraction, opportunistic — this would depend on the national targets set.

Criminal Damage
The partnership was just above target but it was hoped that the target could be met.

It was agreed

That the development of Safer Neighbourhood Teams offered an opportunity to make a
major impact on the reduction of criminal damage and on anti-social behaviour, which was
linked to it.

Reduce Fear of Crime
The partnership was just above target but it was hoped that the target could be met

It was agreed

1. That a ‘generation gap’ played a major part in the fear of crime and cross-generational
work, such as Liberation Day were important tools in counteracting this.

2. Social education of young people at Junior School level could be useful in reducing
fear of crime.

3. That work continue on the promotion of the Police’s 0845 contact number as this
could provide valuable advice and reassurance to allay the fear of crime.

Reduction of Secondary Fires

It was anticipated that the current target in relation to a reduction in secondary fires would be
met. Unfortunately no representative of the Fire Service was present. It was, however, noted
that the term ‘secondary fires’ was insufficiently informative.
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Reduction of violence - ‘woundings’

It was anticipated that the current target in relation to woundings might just, be achieved. It
was noted that this target encompassed a wide range of crimes, including drink related
violence and domestic violence — stranger violence was comparatively rare. The Home
Office was working on the separation of different types of violent crime, for recording
purposes.

It was agreed

That Pubwatch groups had proved very effective in combating drink related violence and
licence and bail conditions also played a role in this process.

Anti-social Behaviour
It was anticipated that the target for reduction of anti-social behaviour would be achieved.

It was agreed

1. That a more meaningful target may relate to the number of successful outcomes
achieved in tackling cases of anti-social behaviour.

2. That there were strong links between anti-social behaviour and the fear of crime and
strategies employed in one had an impact on the other.

Drug Dealing and Possession

It was anticipated that the target for reduction of crimes commonly related to the abuse of
drugs would be partly achieved. Steve Holme noted that it was very difficult to make a clear
correlation between the two and that particular drugs had known connections to certain types
of crime. It was also noted that drug related arrests often had a negative effect on the
statistics relating to fear of crime.

It was agreed

That a more meaningful target would be related to tackling drug dealing through the provision
of treatment and education.

The Committee were invited to put forward any other issues that they felt should be priorities
for the Partnership. Suggestions included

» Parking and speeding, which were major issues in many communities

It was noted that parking enforcement was to become the responsibility of Local Authorities
and was intended to be self-funding, which may result in increased enforcement activity.

Speed reduction was linked to casualty reduction and the Partnership was committed to the
Safety Camera Team, which was the main means of tackling this problem.

* Anger management classes for young people in school was suggested as a means of
reducing crime in a number of target areas.

It was noted that the suggestion would be fed up to the Strategy Group and, if approved,
provision would fall within the remit of the County Council as the Education Authority.
